From the Los Angeles 
Times, November 10, 
2007:   The novel 
revolves around 40-

year-old Barlowe 
Reed, a printer and 
long-time renter in 

Atlantaõs Old Fourth 
Ward, birthplace of 
Martin Luther King, 

Jr. and spiritual 
heart of black At-
lantaé.  Through 

scenes both hilari-
ous and poignant, McCall establishes Bar-
lowe as a man of principle, even if he does 

lean a little toward conspiracy theory. So 
when he notices whites cruising the 
neighborhood he instinctively fears some 

sort of post 9/11 surveillance.  It doesnõt 
occur to him until much later that they are 
the harbinger of something far more omi-

nousé.  [They] are moving back into the 
neighborhood theyõd inhabited early in the 
last century, buying and renovating long-

neglected houses from elderly black resi-
dents or absentee white landlordsé. 
 The addition of the whitesõ perspective, 
chiefly through the eyes of Sandy Gilmore 

[Barloweõs new next-door neighbor], lends a 
resonance to the story that Barloweõs voice 

or that of the other 
black residents...could 
not convey aloneé.  
But more than getting 

Sandyõs and the other 
évoices right, McCall 
is also dead-on in his 

depiction of the differ-
ences between whites 
and blacks when it 

comes to home im-
provement, commu-
nity policing and prob-

lem-solving, themesé 
which are fully and incisively realized here. 
 Despite òThemõsó sidesplitting scenes in 

community meetings, homes, or at the Mini-
Mart-cum-latte-shop, the novelõs most intense 
action occurs across the fence that separates 

Barloweõs and Sandyõs properties, a geo-racial 
divide where amazingly, a fragile friendship 
grows, fraught with all the cultural misunder-

standings one could imagine between the 
racesé.  Through it, Barlowe and Sandy are 
transformed into people sadder yet wiser, 

more resolute [and] yet also more compas-
sionate.

grimly funny.

Raising (or Encouraging) a Reader 
 Spring offers us an opportunity to see things anew; how does your home library hold up to 

scrutiny?  If you have children at home or visiting often, here are some things to consider: 

¶ Do you have a variety of books?  Kids love to read all sorts of materials including books, maga-
zines, newspapers and poems.  How about adding travel brochures, maps and plays? 

¶ Do you have things at a variety of reading levels?  Itõs good to have some things that are easy to 
read but perhaps your child/visitor would like to read with you or to be read to.  A balance en-

ables the child to feel confident with some books and to grow with others. 

¶ Is there some method of organization?  Sometimes grouping by topic or series helps a child to 
find something they might like to read.  Grouping books in baskets might be more interesting than 

having to peruse a shelf.  What about standing the books up, covers facing out, on a shelf? 

¶ Do you have lots of non-fiction material?  Even the youngest readers love to read about real 

places and things.  These materials often include photographs, maps and charts, as well. 

¶ Do you offer lots of choices?  You donõt have to buy books, you can use books borrowed from the public library to add variety 
to your personal collection.  Yard sales and used book sales are affordable ways to add to your collection and often provide 

treasures you might not have sought out.  Need ideas?  Ask a librarian who specializes in your childõs age group.   

¶ Do you have paperbacks, especially for teens?  A teen will often choose a paperback over a hardback copy of the same book.  

¶ As a special treat, make a visit to a book store to choose something new and stop for ice cream on the way home.
